
 

 Check instruments and gauges of the vehicle before leaving. 

 Scan parked cars carefully as you back up. 

 Make a positive glance over your shoulder when changing lanes or backing up to 

avoid blind spots. Have a passenger get out and help. 

 Look "Left--Right--Left" before proceeding through intersections. 

 Do not go through intersections on a yellow light; pick a point of decision and don't 

get caught in the middle of the intersection. 

 Check wheel-to-lane reference of vehicles next to you--anticipate their movement 

into your lane--next to or in front of you. 

 Following time should be 3 seconds from the vehicle in front of you, depending upon 

the speed and whether in city or highway driving. 

 Stop far enough behind the vehicle in front of you at intersections to see the tires of 

that vehicle touching the pavement.
